Bottled Water – Municipal Buildings

PURPOSE

To provide Council with a report on the provision and sale of bottled water in municipal facilities.

RECOMMENDATION

That Council endorse an initiative to promote public water use and ban the provision and sale of bottled water in municipal facilities.

BACKGROUND

In Ontario 18 municipalities have passed legislation to ban the provision and sale of bottled water in municipal facilities.  The Municipality now has an estimated $3,000,000.00 water treatment plant that should be promoted and would significantly cut down on the disposal of bottles.

By banning the provision and sale of bottled water on municipal property and committing to promoting clean and accessible public water will demonstrate a commitment to our public water system.  Municipal staff would not be prohibited from using bottled water in municipal facilities where public potable water is not available.
